Terms of Participation / Exhibition
1. Contractual basis and supplemental provisions

1.1. The Organizer of the exhibition/fair/ is

1.2. Exhibition insurance. The securing of exhibition insurance (theft, fire, break-down, transport accident, etc.) is left to the judgment of each Exhibitor; however it is highly recommended by the Organizer. The Organizer does not take over any liability for damages resulting from above mentioned events. 

1.3. The Exhibitor is liable, rather than the Organizer, for all damages caused by the Exhibitor, those employed by the Exhibitor, those assigned by the Exhibitor, or the exhibition equipment and installations to any person or object. 

1.4. The Organizer is only absolutely liable in cases of premeditated or gross negligence by its organs or managing employees. 

1.5. In the case of negligent injuries of substantial contractual or non-contractual obligations or in the case of liability for the infringement of these obligations through temporary help and/or employees, the Organizer is only liable for double the price of participation, as far as no gross negligence can be proven. 

1.6. Any damage is to be reported to the police and the Organizer immediately. Remuneration for damages is not possible, if the Organizer’s insurance rejects absorption of costs due to a late notification of claim by the Exhibitor. 

1.7. During the event, the Exhibitor must comply with the rights of owner held by the Organizer while on the grounds of the event. Negotiations with attendees, i.e. potential students or their parents are required. During the exhibition period it is prohibited to arrange any commercial negotiations with other educational or travel agencies.  
1.8. Zone of compliance and area of jurisdiction. The zone of compliance for both parts is Russia and Ukraine. Area of jurisdiction is Vladivostok, Khabarovsk, Novosibirsk, Kazan, Ufa, Krasnodar, Rostov on Don, Kiev, as long as the Exhibitor is a registered merchant or a legal entity in public law or a public special estate, or also if the Exhibitor has not area of jurisdiction in Russia or Ukraine. Russian and Ukrainian laws are applied.

1.9. An advertisement placed or distributed by the Exhibitor on an Exhibition including placing of advertisement by means of mass media, in a catalogue of an Exhibition, in internet catalogue, on the website of an Exhibition, outdoor advertisement and so on, have to comply with the legislation of the Russian Federation and Ukraine: Federal Act dated 13.03.2006 Nr. 38 “regarding advertisement”, Federal Act dated 25.09.1998 Nr. 158 “regarding licensing of separate business activities”, Federal Act dated 27.12.2002 Nr. 184 “regarding technical regulation” including legislation regarding copyright and related rights and Ukrainian Law «regarding advertisement». 

2.0. All the claims of third parties related to violations of the law of the Russian Federation/Ukraine and of the rights of third parties in connection with distribution of advertisement of the Exhibitor on an exhibition have to be satisfied by the Exhibitor in his own name and on his costs.

2.1. No amendments and additions to this Terms and Conditions shall be effective unless the same shall be in writing signed by the contracting Parties, unless not otherwise regulated in this document. 

2.2. Indemnity: the Participant  indemnifies  the Organizer,  its  employees, contractors  and  agents (the indemnified) against  all  actions, proceedings, claims and demands which may be brought or made against the indemnified by any person in respect of any loss, damage or injury (including death) occurring to any person or property arising out of or in connection with:

· the Participant's involvement in the Fair;

· the Participant's use or occupation of the booth space and position allocated by the Organizer; or

· the Fair Items  owned,  operated,  exhibited,  displayed, demonstrated by or under the direct or indirect control of the Participant, or by the Organizer on behalf of the Participant. 

This indemnity includes any costs incurred by the Organizer (including legal  costs  on  a  solicitor-client  basis)  in  defending  any  actions, proceedings,  claims  and  demands  or  in  being  represented  at proceedings, inquiries or inquests.

2. Registration and space allocation

2.1. Company wishing to take part in the Exhibition shall forward a completed and signed by an authorized representative Registration Form to exhibition@studinter.ru. The company shall be considered registered as Exhibitor after the Organizer receives the Registration Form. Registration Forms received less than 20 days prior to the Exhibition shall be considered only if exhibition space will be available. 

2.2. By filling a Registration Form for the Participation in an Exhibition provided by the Organizer, an Exhibitor accepts the responsibilities as provided in the clause 6.2 expressly.

2.3. The Company's representative at the Exhibition may be asked by the Organizer to provide additional details or documents such as a passport copy, travel details etc. 

2.4. In the allocation of space, the Organizer does consider thematic issues and arrangements of the respective event in addition to availability.   

2.5. An Exhibitor may use his own equipment and design his section according to his plan. Decisions on company admissions, eligible products and the location of Exhibitor sections will be made by Students International. 

2.6. The Exhibitor has the right to place the part of the exhibition area at the disposal of third parties. In such cases the Exhibitor has to pay a registration fee for each subcontractor, who will be defined in advance. The Exhibitor bears all the costs for his participation in an Exhibition, as well as the costs for the participation of the subcontractor in an Exhibition. Other terms are negotiable.

2.7. The Exhibitor may request for Student International representative to be of interest of Exhibitor and work at the company’s section. For this stipulation the Organizer may adjust the participation price depending on factors such as the city of the exhibition, number of participants and else.

2.8. Requests for technical equipment, rental furniture, advertisement placement, etc. can only be considered if they are aligned with the purchase order time schedule of the Exhibitor (six weeks prior to the beginning of the trade fair) as well as indicated on the registration form.

3. Withdrawal from the participation in an Exhibition

3.1. Exhibitor resignation after the entrance confirmation/approval is basically not possible. 

3.2. The Exhibitor who wishes to withdraw from the participation in an Exhibition is obliged to send his respective proposal to the Organizer. The parties decide upon this proposal in accordance with the agreement between them.

3.3. In the event of the Exhibitor's withdrawal from the Exhibition or reduction of its section floor area after signing the Registration Form to Exhibit, the Exhibitor shall pay compensation in the following amount:

· if notified to the Organizer about the withdrawal from the Exhibition one month prior to the stated date of the Exhibition– 0% of the participation costs;

· if notified to the Organizer about withdrawal from the Exhibition 2 weeks prior to the stated date of the Exhibition – 200 USD for the cancellation of provided services;

· if notified to the Organizer about withdrawal from the Exhibition less than 2 weeks prior to the stated date of the Exhibition – 50 % of the participation costs for the cancellation of provided services;

· if notified to the Organizer about withdrawal from the Exhibition 3 days prior to the stated date of the Exhibition – 100 % of the participation costs for the cancellation of provided services;

3.4. If the Exhibitor, due to circumstances beyond the control of both the Exhibitor and the Organizer, be unable to participate, the Exhibitor must only pay half of the amount.

4. Cancellation or postponement of an Exhibition

4.1. The Organizer reserves the right to cancel the trade fair/exhibition, postpone or relocate the event, or alter the length of the event for an important reason – as a spatial relations shift, police arrangements or other serious circumstance require – as well as to limit or change the area allotted to an Exhibitor. Relocation or postponement or other change will, upon communication with the Exhibitor, become a component of the lease. 

4.2. The Exhibitor also has the right to call of the trade fair/exhibition when the minimum number of registrations has not been reached and the event becomes no longer economically reasonable. 

4.3. If the Organizer represented the cancellation of the trade fair/exhibition, no amount is due from the Exhibitor.

4.4. The Organizer will inform the Exhibitors if an exhibition is cancelled or the terms of an Exhibition are changed. In such case the obligations of the Organizer will be postponed for an adequate period of time or will cease to exist. The Organizer has the right to retain the costs paid by the Exhibitor which were spent on the organization of the Exhibition at the moment of its cancellation. The Exhibitor is not entitled to claim compensation for his losses in connection with the cancellation or postponement of an Exhibition.

5. Marketing and advertising provisions.  

5.1. All marketing materials (brochures, flyers etc.) must be posted at the earliest date starting from the authorization by the Organizer and only according to the Rules of sending materials to Russia indicated in the Appendix 1.

All parcels are to be delivered to the Exhibitor’s representatives offices where the event takes place. In the event of failure to comply the Rules of sending materials to Russia, Students International has no responsibility for custom clearance. Only communicatory assistance may be provided by the Organizer. The Organizer defines the required quantity of materials as well as the time period and the form in which the materials have to be provided. The Exhibitor must arrange and pay all costs associated with marketing materials and responsible for the prompt delivery, setup and removal of all event items. Same rules may be applied for parcels to Ukraine.

5.2. The Organizer is obliged to organize general promotion of an Exhibition in specialized magazines, radio, television, as well as on billboards in the city in which an Exhibition is organized; obligatory publishing of a text in an official catalogue of an exhibition.  

5.3. All types of presentations require a written agreement with the Organizer. Audible advertising can only be carried out with approval of the Organizer and only if neighboring Exhibitor are not disturbed.

5.4. Printed products and advertising material may only be distributed on the section of the Exhibitor. Advertisement outside of the exhibition section may only be distributed on the ground of an agreement with the Organizer and will be charged separately. It is not allowed to sell the samples and to distribute goods and exhibits.

5.5. The Exhibitor grant the Organizer a non-exclusive, non-transferable and royalty free license to use the Exhibitor’s brand name(s), logo(s) and trademark(s) and must correspond to the focus of the event.

5.6. All marketing materials of Exhibitor must have labels with «Student International» on them.

6. Conditions of work at the exhibition section.

6.1. Duties of the Organizer: 

· to provide the Exhibitor with the standard equipped exhibition section, general cleaning of an exhibition space, general security of an exhibition area with the equipment (such as, badges) in accordance with their agreement and to construct and equip the exhibition section. Additional technical equipment is a subject of negotiations;

· to provide the Exhibitor with accommodation, general transportation, requisite details for Exhibitor’s comfortable and safe trip to the required city/cities and back; 

· the Exhibitor may ask the Organizer’s representative office for logistic and loading services; 

· to provide section assistants i.e. language interpreters;

· to be responsible for the "follow-up procedure after the event" in the cities.

6.2. Duties of the Exhibitor:

· an official representative of an Exhibitor shall be present at his section during the entire Fair period between its opening and closing time;

· the Exhibitor as well as the Organizer are entitled to photograph, make film and draw aspects of the event, the sections, and the exhibition objects and to use them, free of charge, for advertising or general press releases;

· to organize delivery of his exhibits and of other belongings to an Exhibition and their placement on the section in the time frame determined by the Organizer;

· to comply with the security rules in the course of an Exhibition and with the rules of fire safety and electricity safety as well as the rules set for the Exhibitors by the Organizer, the Organizer and the owner of the exhibition area;

· not to allow third parties to work on the section, to switch on or to switch off electric devices and not to let the section without any control during the period of an Exhibition;

· not to assign the rights and obligations in connection with participation in an Exhibition to the third parties.

7. Payment.

7.1. The final accounts, including payment of additional services rendered during the Exhibition/Fair, shall be covered indisputably by a bank transfer within a week starting from the day, on which an Exhibitor receives the General Directorate additional invoice.

7.2. The total amount due, consisting of the additional payment and the participation price are to be paid as indicated on the invoice. The invoices for full costs o participation will be received by the Exhibitor directly after the event. Refute of costs calculation will be considered with the issue of the invoice. If several Exhibitors rent a section together, then all are considered individually as the total debtor. They must designate a joint authorized person during registration. 
7.3. The prices for the event are taken on a case-by-case basis and includes rent of exhibition venues, accommodation at hotels (single room, B&B), SI Gala Dinner in each city, airport transfers, interpreting and advertisement.

APPENDIX 1

RULES of sending materials directly to our offices in RUSSIA (according to DHL; for other companies please check with the courier service office that you generally use):
Sending materials (mark them as documents; dutiable items, found in document bags are treated as non-doc shpts!): total weight of parcels shouldn’t exceed 20 kg (maximum).  

Please send only brochures, not pens, badges, linyards or bags. These things should be pass custom clearance even you observe all rules for delivering below. Do not make invoices* and do not indicate declared value. It should be - 0. Each box must have a notice: Non-commercial Value. Shipment to the registered office! General correspondence, plus:

NOTE:
Shipment coming from India is charged in any case  and it goes through the customs inspection which costs around 300-600 USD for our company. So please try to use the ordinary post office in this case or send the parcel from any other country. When sending materials to Yuzhno-Sakhalinsk, please avoid using DHL.It is also required to use those service companies who can confirm delivery to the addressed office (not the district post office)!   
Please also indicate the name of the school, which sends the materials - not the organization which sends the materials, otherwise, unknown delivery will be returned.

If you have any questions please contact the shipping company and ask about the rules of sending parcels to RUSSIA, to make sure that the shipped parcels (brochures) will be delivered directly to the registered office. Thank you in advance!

*For shipment going to the Far East of Russia, we highly recommend to include freight costs into the invoice (such as a name (title) of your shipment, value of the product and shipping costs). The total invoice amount should not exceed 200 Euro.
**For Ukraine the rules differ. You can send your materials as parcels / boxes but they must not exceed 10 kg and EUR 300 in total. In addition, it is essential that you add a note that your parcels will be delivered at the expense of a sender.
